He further noted that if the Town of 
Boston did not feel that the grant was sufficient or they felt they couldn't 
go through with the construction of the building the grant would not be 
valid unless they filed the acceptance of the grant. Supervisor Kennedy 
stated he was not sure that the legal ramifications referred to in Mr. 
Knight's letter are correct, although they could be and it would have to 
be referred to the Town Attorney. He stated it is really not academic 
because of the letter received relative to the application.

Supervisor Kennedy stated he was disappointed with 
some of the allegations in the letter and would welcome,the opportunity to 
review this with Mr. Falkides if he so desires as Supervisor Kennedy 
stated he felt the fee was justifiable and pointed out that the fees were 
upheld in a court case in the Town of Clarence. He stated that the 
negotiations that were ongoing between the Town Board and Mr. Falkides, 
where the fee was reduced, was an accomodation on the behalf of the Town 
Board and Supervisor Kennedy stated it angered him to have hira write 
letters in this vane. Supervisor Kennedy stated he would continue to 
correspond with Mr. Falkides if he continued to correspond with him. 
He stated he took issue with the fact that the expenditure to send "X" 
number of people to the Association of Towns meeting would be $5,000.00 
as it is exaggerated by double the amount. Supervisor Kennedy pointed out 
that these meetings are helpful to the Town Officials and helps them 
carry out their duties. He stated that if he did not feel they were 
justified expenses he would not approve. He stated that he took issue with 
Mr, Falkid®^letter and hoped they could have a good working relationship. 

Supervisor Kennedy advised that he had received two letters, one from 
Phillips, Lytle. Hitchcock, Blaine and Huber, relative to an ongoing problem 
with the Clarks on Thornwood Drive and equipraent parked. Supervisor 
Kennedy stated the other letter is from a neighbor in the vicinity and both 
express concern about the use of the area for business purposes. He 
pointed out that both threaten court action against the Clarks and the Town 
for not enforcing the Zoning Law. Supervisor Kennedy stated that the 
Building Inspector had been instructed to review the situation on Thornwood 
Drive and if they are in violation he has been Instructed to serve them. 
Supervisor Kennedy pointed out that in an earlier case the Clarks had been 
found in violation of the Zoning Law by storing equipment in that area. 
Supervisor Kennedy stated he intends to see that action is taken if there 
is indeed violations. Councilman Wittmeyer pointed out that Mr. Clark, 
as of today, had moved his equipraent into the Boston Garage and this should 
alleviate the problem. Supervisor Kennedy stated a letter would be drafted 
to the respective parties advising that the Town Board has instructed the 
Building Inspector that he has a duty to enforce the law. 



Supervisor Kennedy stated that the Zimmerman Road Bridge project had been 
reviewed with two representatives of the County of,Erie-Highway Department. 
He stated it would probably be a 1985 project even though the prelirainary 
work had been done and the books issued to us to review the project they 
feel by the time they would draw the design and existing blueprints and 
subrait it for a bid they wouldn't get it done in one construction season 
so the bids would be let in the fall and work to start in the spring of 
1985. Supervisor Kennedy stated the job would probably last about eight 
months for total completion although the bridge structure should not be 
closed the entire tirae. He also noted that the bridge would be replaced in 
its entirety. The Board discussed the problems that would incur with the 
bridge closed and it was noted that there are provisions in the contract 
to build a temporary facility to house a fire truck. Councilman 
Wittmeyer advised that there would be a meeting with the County of Erie 
after the plans had been drawn up and the fire company would be included 
so they can make a decision where to locate this building. It was also 
noted that there would be a pedestrian walkway maintained during the 
construction. Supervisor Kennedy stated that when the County of Erie 
receives the Preliminary Engineering Drawings it has been indicated to him 
that the Board will have a chance to review them.
